Teens 16 and up who are in placement are entitled to ILP services*. If you know of an 
unreferred teen aged sixteen or up in a foster home or group home please contact ILP. 
ILP serves teens  placed from other counties as well as Butte County teens. In order for 
ILP to serve youth out of county, ILP require a current  Transitional Independent Living 
Plan completed by the youth with his or her county social worker or probation officer. 
Former foster youth aged 16 to 21, who were in placement at 16 or older, can call Butte 
county ILP for support in areas of employment, housing, connecting with community 
resources and more. Involvement in ILP aftercare is the ticket to ILP’s START program.
